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Green House Gas Rules 
Meijer Garden Luncheon Program

We are pleased to announce that USEPA Region V Air 

& Radiation Division Branch Chief, Mary Pat Tyson, 

will be speaking at our January Luncheon Program at 

Meijer Gardens. She plans to speak on the Greenhouse 

Gas (GHG) Mandatory Reporting and Tailoring Rules. 

The GHG Reporting Rule (40 CFR 98) applies to 

certain facilities that emit carbon dioxide and its 

equivalents (CO2e). CO2e includes carbon dioxide 

(CO2), methane (CH4), nitrous oxide (NO2), sulfur 

hexafluoride (SF6), hydrofluorocarbons (HFCs), 

perfluorocarbons (PFCs) and other fluorinated gases. 

Facilities subject to this rule are required to have 

specific monitoring and reporting procedures in place 

no later than January 1, 2010. These facilities will need 

to report CO2e annually, with the first report due 

March 31, 2011 for the 2010 calendar year. A facility 

is subject the GHG Reporting Rule if it is a listed 

source or if it emits 25,000 metric tons or more of 

CO2e from its combustion sources. The GHG Tailoring 

Rule has been proposed to limit the number of sources 

subject to PSD and Title V permitting requirements. 

 

 

CO2 Capture and Sequestration 

Technologies Overview 

 
 

The American electrical generation community relies 

heavily on coal, natural gas, petroleum, and other fossil 

fuels for power generation. As of 2007, approximately 

78% of the United Stateôs electrical generation 

capacity was derived from the use of fossil fuels. The 

burning of fossil fuels results in the formation of 

carbon dioxide (CO2) a greenhouse gas. Investigations 

are currently taking place to find methods of keeping 

the CO2 from reaching the atmosphere. 

 

One of the various methods of avoiding the release of 

CO2, involves the use of a solvent to interact with flue 

gas ï and absorb the CO2. The current process is the 

use of monoethanolamine as the solvent. The downside 

to this process is that the energy required would reduce 

the net amount of electricity generated by 29%. It is 

also estimated that it would raise the cost of electricity 

by about 65%. More research is being conducted into 
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the use of solvents to remove CO2. Another promising 

solvent is chilled ammonia.  

 

Another potential technology is oxyfiring (also known 

as oxyfuel firing or oxygen combustion). In this 

process the coal (or other fossil fuel) is burned in a 

mixture of oxygen and recirculated CO2. This creates a 

flue gas of concentrated CO2 which can be captured 

efficiently with water vapor. The water vapor is 

condensed out and the remaining CO2 is compressed 

forming a liquid which allows efficient transportation 

to a storage location. 

 

Once the CO2 is captured and separated, the question 

becomes what is to be done with it.  One potential is 

the use of the CO2 to produce bio-fuels. Algae farms 

use the CO2 to grow large amounts of algae. The algae 

can then be harvested and used for the production of 

biofuels. The benefits of this are the production of 

domestic fuels ï however, drawbacks include the 

requirements of large areas for the farm and relatively 

low CO2 reduction rates. 

 

A more promising technology for the sequestration of 

CO2 involves its injection into stable geological 

formations. The CO2 is pumped under pressure into 

geological formation capable of containing the CO2. 

Suitable geology is available in expended oil and gas 

fields. For over 50-years a similar technology has been 

used to store natural gas in depleted natural gas fields. 

Pilot projects are underway to determine the feasibility 

of this method.  

 

There are other capture technologies now being 

investigated which seek to capture the CO2 within 

other materials. One of these includes the use of ionic 

liquids (salts). These liquids have a high CO2 

solubility. The resulting liquids are non-volatile, have 

high thermal stability, and may have commercial 

applications. Another capture technology uses a 

reaction with sodium hydroxide to produce bicarbonate 

(baking soda), hydrogen, and chlorine.  

 

Which of any of the methods described may be used in 

the future is a question that will be answered as the 

technologies are refined and new technologies are 

developed.

For 15 years now Thanksgiving marks more than just a 

time for turkey and time off from work.  Once again 

more than 80 public service and private sector citizens 

came together in Wyoming to interact with US 

Representative Vern Ehlers during his traditional pre-

Thanksgiving dissertation on issues and events, 

Talking Turkey with Vern Ehlers. After a short social 

time and lunch, Vern came to the podium noting that 

he regrettably was not coming with good news and 

encouragement. With his introductory remarks he 

mentioned his feeling that government is becoming 

part of the problem.  The ballooning debt and the gross 

inefficiencies of the stimulus package have now put 

many needed programs such as the transportation 

infrastructure at risk. He illustrated the precarious 

position which the federal government has spent itself 

into with the latest meeting with China.  The strength 

of the United States has been compromised by 

borrowing é imagine telling China, ñif you donôt stop 

it weôre going to stop borrowing from you.ò  

Representative Ehlers then ran through a list of topics 

familiar to anyone with even a cursory exposure to 

current events. He noted that the nationôs 

transportation infrastructure was underfunded by the 

ñstimulus packageò with the promise of ñshovel ready 

projectò funding shaved to a mere 8% of the total 

package.  Maintenance and improvement revenue from 

gas taxes have fallen with the increase in fuel efficient 

vehicles.  As a viable alternative he suggested a more 

equitable revenue stream from a mileage or usage tax.  

Vern has been a strong advocate for our Great Lakes 

and talked about efforts to stop invasive species 

through bilge dumping (a bill he has sponsored).  

Additionally, he talked about the Asian Carp invasion 

via the Chicago Canal.  While trying to be non-partisan 

during his talk, he could not avoid the reality of both 

the climate and health care legislations being co-opted 

by a single party with no advice from the other.  For 

instance, his ñnoò vote on the Cap and Trade was 

sealed when he saw the disparity in fiscal effects.  

Michiganders would see their energy costs rise by 

$330 million per year while Californians would realize 

energy cost reductions.  The Californian sponsor of the 

bill brushed off Vernôs concerns with a ñthatôs just the 

way the numbers worked outò.  Representative Ehlers 

summarized his view on the current state of our federal 

government as being ñappalled at the way money is 

being spent this year.ò  Refreshing and candid, Talking 

Turkey once again was a pre-Thanksgiving treat for all 

in attendance.
