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Clean Air Act §112(c)(3) and §112(k) mandate 
EPA s development of an Urban Air Toxics 
Strategy, which includes regulating area sources 
(i.e., non-major sources) of urban HAPs
Specifically, EPA must regulate area sources 
representing at least 90% of the area source 
emissions of the 30 HAPs that present the 
greatest threat to public health in the largest 
number of urban areas....
EPA s strategy was due Nov. 15, 1995, and the 
strategy was to be in place by Nov. 15, 1999



Sierra Club v. Johnson,
Case No. 01-1537 (D.D.C.) 

In 2001, Sierra Club sued EPA for failing to meet 
these statutory obligations
The court recognized EPA s duty under the 
Clean Air Act and issued a revised schedule for 
EPA s compliance that provided adequate time 
for EPA to comply
The court created a staggered set of deadlines 
for EPA to issue NESHAPs for area sources 
between Dec. 15, 2006, and June 15, 2009
