* The new standard is 0.075 ppm compared with
the 1997 standard of 0.08 ppm

— March 12, 2009 — States’ recommendations for
designations due.

— March 12, 2010 — EPA announces final designations.
Federal Register to follow.

— Spring 2013 — SIPs due for new Ozone standard.
— Spring 2013 — Spring 2030 — attainment dates.

However, mandate making this
effective has not yet been issued.

* On 9/24/08, EPA requested rehearing

* On 10/21/08 FYI, the D.C. Circuit just issued
an order directing the petitioners to file a
response to EPA's petition for rehearing and
rehearing en banc in the CAIR case. The
court did not request responses to the other
rehearing petitions.
